Girls Incorporated of Monroe County is celebrating its 35th anniversary this year, thanks to so many loyal supporters, the

effort of our tireless staff, and dedicated volunteers, including the board of directors. In 2009, we directly served 500 girls in
Monroe County. We ran 24 center-based after school programs to an average of 60 girls per day; operated ten weeks of sum-

mer camps serving nearly 100 girls; and organized over 160 sporting events in volleyball, basketball, and dance for more

than 250 girls. Mor e t han 70 girls ages 5 to 12 participated in
saving, and philanthropy. Through our after school, camp, and sports programs we utilized over 150 trained adult volunteers,
allowing girls to form healthy relationships with caring adults and allowing community members and IU students to make a
difference for the girls we serve. We were also able to give out more than $11,000 in scholarships (a three fold increase from
2008).

At the core of our mission is the belief that all children, regardless of socio-economic class or gender, have the right to have
opportunities to grow and prosper, including earning a quality education (both formally and informally), preparing for inter-
esting work and becoming economically literate, and making safe and healthy life choices. We know that attendance at after
school programs helps to prepare students for school and increases their likelihood to succeed in school. Attendance in our
other programs helps to increase self-confidence, decrease risky behaviors, and leads to an all around balanced and healthy
lifestyle - things that will in turn increase a child's chances for success in school.

We are a player in this community, and we do important work daily. If Girls Inc. were to close tomorrow, we would have a

54 community emergency, in my opinion. It is also important to realize that funding cuts to the schools could have a huge im-
B pact on the services that we are able to offer. Please help me keep an eye on these community issues.
